To open the clamps without a key, enter a personally selected 4-digit opening code on both sides. The Chain Claw 10
has the ABUS security level 8 and thus offers good theft protection for securing of high-value items such as e-bikes,
cargo bikes, e-scooters and pushchairs, for short periods. Thanks to this lock, every outing becomes a safe riding
experience.
